PROFESSIONAL EDUCATORS AWARDS

WOODBINE ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

BUENA REGIONAL HIGH SCHOOL
Buena High School has reduced the number of student traffic fatalities to zero, in the last 2 years, by implementing a year round, sustained,  traffic safety education and awareness campaign in the school, including: assembly presentations, driver education and health classroom presentations by various local traffic safety experts; Graduated Driver License compliance checks for students with parking privileges;  mandatory pre-prom meeting attendance for parents; and a specific pre-prom impaired driving assembly with the HERO Challenge.

ENGINEERING AWARD

Initiated a research project yielding empirical data that led to the speed reduction from 55 mph to 50 mph along the Black Horse Pike between English Creek Avenue and Uibel Avenue in Egg Harbor Township.

ENFORCEMENT AWARDS
LINWOOD POLICE DEPARTMENT

Both departments have undertaken proactive traffic enforcement to reduce motor vehicle crashes and increase pedestrian safety in their cities.  The enforcement activities addressing cell phone and aggressive driving and participation in organized enforcement programs, such as, Cops in Crosswalks, Click It or Ticket and Over the Limit Under Arrest, have not necessarily been looked upon favorably by residents and motorists but they have proven effective and have earned their cities the admirable and widely known reputation of zero tolerance cities.

 
COMMUNITY AWARENESS AWARDS

Worked with legislators to change the pedestrian law in New Jersey from “Yield” to “Stop and stay stopped”.  They also lent your daughters image to be part of a pedestrian safety education and awareness campaign throughout South Jersey; dedicated several pink trees to loved one who were lost in traffic crashes and developed a memorial website for those loved ones (pinkremembrancetree.com); and continue to push for increased safety improvements for pedestrians.   

 

JANET JAMES

Worked with Congressman Rob Andrews to strengthen the motorcycle safety section of the New Jersey Motor Vehicle Handbook and is working with Assemblyman Nelson Albano to strengthen penalties for right of way violations as they relate to motorcycle crashes.  She also lent your sons image to be part of a motorcycle safety educational and awareness campaign throughout South Jersey and continues to erect billboards promoting motorcycle safety.    

 
SPECIAL RECOGNITION AWARDS

LADIES AUXILLARY AT ATLANTICARE REGIONAL MEDICAL CENTER
This group established a self-funding program to sell car seats at the Mainland Division Gift Shop.  These car seats are sold at cost to expectant parents who do not have car seats.  The program is now in its third year.

Ida is the childbirth educator at AtlantiCare Regional Medical Center.  She saw the need for additional information regarding car seat safety and expanded the childbirth preparation class curriculum to include: the four stages of Child Passenger Seat Safety, the dangers of aftermarket product use with car seats, the dangers of loose items in the car becoming projectiles, where to get your car seat installation checked and proper seat belt use for pregnant mothers.   

 

BILL GARRISON

Is credited with heading up the Cumberland County Sheriff’s Traffic Safety Program from 2002 to 2010.  During that time he implemented many education and awareness campaigns to reduce motor vehicle crashes, injuries and fatalities.  Some of these programs went on to be adopted by the state.  The programs include: Take Five Stay Alive, The Nasty Graham and You Can’t Afford to Pass This, F.A.T.A.L., Buck the Buckle Up Dog and all his teachings, and many many posters and videos.  

 

MARGATE POLICE DEPARTMENT
The Margate Police Department voluntarily maintains a staff of certified Child Passenger Seat Technicians, provides installation inspections by appointments at their offices and sends these technicians, John Votta, Faith MacIntyre and Erin ????, to the local monthly fitting station at Bennett Chevrolet.  They also support teen driver education and send Lt Peter Crook to both Holy Spirt and Oakcrest High Schools to take the kids about the practice and perils of driving.
