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Chrystina Lewis, Miss Salem County for 2012, partners with the South Jersey Traffic Safety Alliance to promote her platform, DRIVE SAFE NEW JERSEY.  

Miss Lewis said “I lost a girlfriend in a car crash back in August and that kind of opened my eyes to the preventable tragedies that occur on our roadways every day and that is how I decided to make driving safety my platform.”  

During a meeting with the South Jersey Traffic Safety Alliance staff, Miss Lewis identified several programs she would like to champion focusing on young drivers and booster seat aged children.   The group is also looking to create banners and posters, a facebook page, A Saved By The Seat Belt Club, and to host a couple Defensive Driving Courses and Child Passenger Seat Check events.  

Lewis said “I promised the Miss Salem County organization that I would commit myself 110% and with the help of the SJTSA I don’t see how we can’t have a positive impact.  I’m just blown away by what they do.”  She went on to say she was most excited about the prospect of doing some kind of fatal vision goggle program at Salem Community College, saying,  “I went to Salem Community College for two years and I know for a fact that they do not have anything like that.”

Fatal vision goggles are goggles that you put over your eyes and they distort your vision and affect your balance, simulating impairment.  They are manufactured in different degrees of impairment and include a nighttime version.  

Wayne Shelton, SJTSA Traffic Safety Specialist said “Cumberland County College hosts such education during National Collegiate Alcohol Awareness Week in October every year and some teachers make the different events mandatory for their classes and attach an assignment.  It’s an annual program that continues to grow and thrive and we would love to see something similar at Salem Community College.”

Not letting any time pass her by, Chrystina will be observing the Alliance’s Belts on Bones booster seat presentation to 2nd graders at Downe Township Elementary School Wednesday, January 18 and the Share the Keys Parent Teen Orientation Presentation Thursday, January 26th at Mainland Regional High School.  She has also signed up for the Share the Keys Training Wednesday, February 29.
